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FREESTYLE

Freestyle programs are designed to teach the fundamentals of free skiing, mogul skiing, aerials
and terrain-park skiing to children and young adults of all ages. Emphasis is placed on
developing technical skills and a lifelong passion for skiing and the outdoors in a fun, safe
environment. Directed free skiing is the basis for training in all the respective programs detailed
below. Each practice, athletes learn technical skills on groomed trails and easier terrain and then
progress to taking new skills to all the terrain our mountain has to offer. Program fees are based
on fourteen Saturday’s of practice over the course of the ski season, and five weeks of training
during the Telluride Public Schools ski release program.

***Last year’s Freeride All Mountain program is now the All Terrainiacs program***

All Terrainiacs Grades 3"-12"
This is our all mountain free ride program. This program is geared towards skiers who have an
interest in skiing the whole mountain, be it moguls, steeps, trees, hike to terrain, jumping, or
terrain park, but would rather not focus on any particular skiing discipline. With an emphasis on
FUN, members will learn a strong set of skiing fundamentals needed to tackle the most difficult
terrain the mountain has to offer. Additional free-skiing trips to Silverton, Taos and/or Utah may
be scheduled should there be interest. Dry-land training is optional.

TSSC feels strongly that the greater the parental participation in various club activities, the better our
program will be as well as a better experience for the children involved in these sports.
